One reason God often does not immediately answer prayer;

Isaiah 61:3

…the garment of praise instead of a faint spirit; that they may be called oaks of righteousness, the planting of the LORD, that he may be glorified.

Acts 4:13

Now when they saw the boldness of Peter and John, and perceived that they were uneducated, common men, they were astonished. And they recognized that they had been with Jesus.

The battle in the life of faith is to live in the temporal while avoiding being desensitized to the eternal 

Lose heart = grow cold to God;
Matthew 24:10-12

And then many will fall away and betray one another and hate one another. And many false prophets will arise and lead many astray. And because lawlessness will be increased, the love of many will grow cold.

How do we wage war against our tendency to forget God and lose our eternal perspective?;

1 Peter 4:7

The end of all things is at hand; therefore be self-controlled and sober-minded for the sake of your prayers.

Additional motivation to pray;

1. God is not this judge

2. We are not this widow

Prayerlessness is the greatest sign of weak faith
Weak faith is the greatest cause of prayerlessness

Those who don’t believe, will not pray

Those who don’t pray, will not continue believing
